








Science and Technology Board Meeting - 27 Aug

6.  The agenda and possible time-frame for the first full S&T board meeting were discussed.  The  date for this meeting is between the end of October and the middle of November, dependent upon participation by the County Executive, TECOM Commander, and HCC President.  The agenda for this meeting will include the signing of the charter for the S&T board and the signing of the Memorandum of Agreement between Harford county and APG.  Secondly, a 40 minute Audio-Video presentation highlighting the capabilities and technology focus of the S&T board membership will be presented.  The TECOM PAO will be contacted for “media event” exposure to include the Aegis, Baltimore Sun, and APG News.





7.  Preparation for the first full S&T board meeting includes the development of the audio-visual presentation.  Support for this will be sought at the briefings discussed in paragraph 4, with identification of a POC.  This POC will be identified to the undersigned, with phone number, and will be contacted. The POC will be responsible for gathering enough concerning the capabilities and technologies of his/her organization and providing the same to the undersigned.   A fourth meeting of the working/planning S&T board will be held within 2 weeks after all the organizational briefings have occurred.  At this meeting, input to the AV program will be reviewed and consolidated.





8.  Denise Carnaggio briefed the draft Memorandum of Agreement between the United States Army Aberdeen Proving Ground and HEAT Center Oversight Board.  This document is critical in the sense that it firmly establishes a partnership between the HEAT Center and APG, which is one of the goals of the S&T Board.  Minor changes to the draft were suggested to Ms. Carnaggio.  The S&T working/planning group offers thanks to Ms. Carnaggio and Mr. Silcox for the work put into creating this document.





9.  Eight key technologies were identified at the meeting for consideration by the full S&T board.  These technologies include energy, high performance computing, modeling and simulation, environment, materials, laser and optics research, biotech and medical research, and assistive technology.
