3. Mr. Simmons opened the meeting at 1:00

Mr. Clark provided action items.  New date is 17 June for APG Transformation event.

    a. Dr. LaCalle briefed JHU has 7 summer students for the Engineering program. University of Phoenix has 13 students.  People seem impressed with program.  Students need to come back to JHU to keep them at HEAT Center.  Shell for third floor of Magnet School received 1 million from Jackie Haas for third floor.

    b. Dr. O’Connell briefed SBCCOM success story with Chesapeake PERL. Technology for manufacturing proteins. Useful for therapeutics and novel applications. Manufacturing proteins is the challenge. Using engineered insect larvae.  First APG showcase (Biotechnology in Jan 2001) started this effort.  Army Biotechnology needs are recombinant reagents for BW detections, Enzymes for CW, BW decon, Novel structural materials, Biomimetic materials for obscuration/low observables, recombinant vaccines, therapeutics.  Near term production of small quantities for research purposes. Army has in-house capabilities for small scale.  Most of the structure for working together is within the CRADA.  Information is shared back and forth.  

     c. Mr. Jeff Turner, Chesapeake PERL, briefed CRADA. Project will lead to more projects.  First product for PERL.  Need for manufacturing system.  Excellent PR by TEDCO and APG.  Large article in Washington Post.  Fortune magazines one of 15 cool companies in U.S.  Incubator company of the year. In a tight investment economy, this project interested a number of financial capitalists.  Grew as a MD company had hired new employees.  Now an operating company. Sort of graduated from tech transfer phase, now then need to fine tune.  

      d. Dr. Steve Fritz briefed TEDCO update.  TEDCO has had 36 proposals and has funded 16.  Now has 1 million dollars for funding. Technology can flow both ways, TEDCO will pursue.  Federal Lab partnership program. So far limited applications.  Can focus on specific technologies. TEDCO working with APG in Jan 01 and June 01.  Trying to define how TEDCO can work with APG and advertise capabilities smarter.  MTTF  Maryland Technology Transfer Fund.  TEDCO can fund companies to take next steps.  Spin off to industry.  Looking to tap into research dollars. Working with NSA and Pax River.  Need to find ways to link companies with government entities. Lessons learned on this.  BDO has quarterly status meeting since Jan BioTech showcase.  MOA covers all S&T Board entities and TEDCO. Open door back into the proving ground for TEDCO.

      e. Mr. Clark briefed APG Army Transformation Event.   Defense contractors.  Mr. Simmons presentation concerns the APG S&T Board.  Tells the army leadership what is being done here collectively.  Must get the message congealed.  Displays are from an APG viewpoint.  Got the interim stuff here now.  May have to move FCS up to morning section.  Need to do an IPR in June for event.  ARL, SBCCOM, ATC.  Need to all activities to cover the gambit.  FCS energies.  Need to get this on your leadership’s calendars.  Cannot reschedule event.  Send list to Steve.  Will do joint master list for Doesburg/Ertwine.  IPR should include presentation of what the presenters will present.  Doesburg letter to go out (CLARK ACTION). 

     f.  Mr. Sajonia briefed. ATC database ready and released.  Two separate briefs this week.  Batelle/AMSAA CRADA out for signature. 

     g. Mr. Simmons briefed the FLC awards ceremony Laboratory Director Award.  Process to get the word out.  Showed the banding of sites together and partnering with industry. Education portion generated many favorable comments.  Was an affirmation of what we are doing .b
